	Priority / Issue

	

	General 

1. The need to develop more public spaces that increased opportunities for residents to meet with one another. 
2. There was high demand for the restoration of the Moseley railway station and camp hill line. 
3. There was great concern about how the amount and speed of road traffic had a negative affect on resident’s quality of life. 

	

	Sustainability

1. This was a popular theme amongst residents responses. 

2. Caring for the existing and planting more street trees was very popular amongst residents.

3. There was support for making recycling easier and micro-energy generation.

	

	Traffic and transport

1. There was significant support for the re-opening of the railway station. 

2. Making it easier and safer to walk and cycle around the neighbourhood was important to many residents.

3. Slowing traffic down, and even excluding it from the village centre on market and festival days, was suggested.

	

	Local shopping centre

1. There was a high demand for a greater variety of local and independent shops in the village centre.

2. The provision of more car parking was important for many residents. 

3. Making environmental improvements to the shopping centre was also considered important. 

	

	Historic conservation

1. Raising awareness and educating people about Moseley’s heritage was a high priority. 

2. Better enforcement of existing City Council policies was important to residents. 

3. There was support for increasing free access to Moseley Park

	

	Housing

1. The provision of more affordable housing was a priority, to keep “twenty somethings” in the suburb. 

2. Two or three bedrooms homes were in demand.

3. The design of any new homes should be “green” and should respect the local traditions. 

	

	Local employment

1. It was felt that lower rents would help attract small businesses to the neighbourhood.

2. In addition, starter units or a business hub would help. 

	

	Young people and the elderly

1. There was a support for a traditional community centre to support these groups, including those from BME communities. 
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
